Analysis of Text Structure:  The Giver
Learning Target:  Students will use the information gathered during the unit to analyze specific narrative elements.  Students will respond in writing about how these elements contributed to the overall meaning of the narrative text.  Use your reading tools as a reference guide for your written response.

A successful response will include the following:

1. More than two details from the book use to identify the theme, characters, plot, structure, setting, and point of view.

2. Opinions about HOW each element contributed to the overall meaning of the book.

3. A description of how these elements interact over the course of the text to provide meaning.
Organize your written response as follows:

Paragraph One:  

· Identify theme, use more than two examples to support the theme.

· Explain how theme contributed to the overall meaning of the novel.
· Identify characters.  Things to include:  names, attributes, strengths/weaknesses, role in novel.  Use more than two examples to support.
· Explain how the characters contribute to the overall meaning of the novel.

Paragraph Two:

· Identify the plot (main points of the novel) and use more two examples to support the plot.

· Explain how plot adds to overall meaning of the novel.
· Identify the structures used (set up, conflict, resolution) used in the novel.  Use more than two examples to support the structures.
· Explain how the structures contribute to the overall meaning of the novel.

Paragraph Three:

· Identify the setting, use more than two examples to support the setting.
· Explain how setting contributed to the overall meaning of the novel.

· Identify point of view, use more than two examples to support.

· Explain how the point of view contributes to the overall meaning of the novel.

Paragraph Four:

· Explain how ALL of the elements interact with one another over the course of the novel to provide meaning.
